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LEGISLATIVE DAY 2025
· This legislative session has already shaped up to be a beast of a session.  We are still reviewing and digesting pieces of legislation that have been filed that may touch on pharmacy in some manner.  But the purpose of legislative day is to bring together pharmacy professionals to help advocate for bills that pharmacy is driving.  
· Currently we have over 130 registrants.  We also know there are individuals who have not registered.  Therefore, if you have not registered, please go to our website and register for the event.  If you are attending with someone, ask them if they remembered to register.  Registration will cut off soon.  
· Registration is important because it helps us plan.  We cannot all roam the building as one large group.  We divide registrants up into smaller groups.  It is impossible for us to keep groups or friends together.  It is also impossible for us to put everyone who may have the same senator into the same group.  
· We will have a facilitator whose role is to help get your group navigate through the legislative building and the legislative office building.  We are organizing facilitators.  We will know for sure who our facilitators are by end of week, and we will assign groups to the facilitators.
· Groups will be posted by Monday.  We will email groups to registrants and we will post it online on the event page, too.
· We are working to set up a meeting with key legislators for which each group will be assigned to meet with one of these key legislators.
· These are the key legislators that we are attempting to set up meetings:
Senators:   Burgin, Galey, Sawrey, Adcock, Berger,  and Batch (possibly Blue)
Representatives:  Rhyne, Potts, Lambeth, Reeder, White, Bell and Hall

· Appointments with attendees’ personal representative and/or senators will not be made.  If you would like to meet with your representative or senator, and they are not listed above, we ask that you schedule that on your own.  
· Logistics:  parking is not free.  Parking lots and decks are near the legislative building.  We have provided some information online, but it is easy to locate parking in the area, particularly before 9am.
· We gather at the front of the Legislative Building which is located at 16 W. Jones Street.  Please arrive in time to get parked and walk to the gathering area by 9am.  We will take a group picture to kick-off the day.  Facilitators will briefly meet with their groups and then each group will take off to begin their day.
· Business attire.  We encourage you to wear your labcoat.  Wear comfortable shoes.  You will be walking and standing most if not all of the time that we will be in the legislative building or legislative office building.  There is zero seating in the buildings. Depending on the weather on April 2nd, you may need to bring an umbrella.  You will be outside part of the day.  Travel light b/c there is security that we have to clear going into each of the buildings.  Only bring what you need with you.  Strongly advise leaving briefcases /backpacks in your vehicles locked and out of sight.
· We will have 1 handout that briefly summarizes each of the key pieces of legislation for which we are asking legislators to support or thanking them for their support.
· NCAP will bring glossy copies of this document to the event and provide copies to attendees in each of the groups to provide as a leave-behind document when you stop by legislators’ offices.
· Cell phone #s will be used to communicate with members of a group.  Example if Mary and Joe have to separate from their group to go talk to their Representative, they can text their group or group facilitator to find out where to meet back up again.
· If you are very anxious about meeting with your personal legislator and you would like some support, then make sure your facilitator knows this, and you can always ask other members of your group to go with you, too.  
· We want everyone who attends to have some fun and to never feel like you were left on your own to figure things out.  
· If one of the chambers will be in session for a vote, we will try to see if we can get some seats in the gallery for those who may like to watch the proceedings.
· When your group has finished your meetings and stopped by all the offices you want to visit, then you are free to leave.

This bill was submitted in a way that would add better reimbursement for the drugs used to reverse overdose and the drugs to treat opioid use disorder.  The bill drafter told me that the opioid bill will be inserted into a greater insurance bill.  This bill would also allow pharmacists to assess and prescribe opioid use disorder treatment by statewide protocol.  
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
